NOTES:
*There are 3 versions of the word "one" in Greek:£vag, pia, éva
A)Masculine = £évag =(one)

-This is used in place of the article "o" before a singular masculine noun ending
in: -og, -ag, or -ng

Examples: évag okUAog (o okUAog)/ €vag xdpakag (o xdpakag)/ évag Xaptng
(0 Xaptng)

B)Feminine = pia =(one)

-This is used in place of the article "n" before a singular feminine noun ending in: -
a, or -n (or -ua with an accent on the "a")

-Examples: pia yata (n yata) /gia potn (n p0tn) / pia gapd (n gapad)
C) Neutral = €va =(one)

-This is used in place of the article "to" before a singular neutral noun ending in -
o, -1, or -pa (no accent on the "a")

-Examples: éva 0évTpo (To déVTPOo) /€va TIOUAL (TOTIOUAL )/éva oTbdpa (To oTdla)
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
