Research Class — National Science Olympiad Rules by Division B and C (Rules will be available after 9/2/25)

Grading Policy: All grades will be based on a percentage system. Forty percent (40%) will be earned on major tests,
thirty percent (30%) on quizzes, projects and labs, twenty percent (20%) on class work, participation and class work
evaluations, and ten percent (10%) on homework.

Students will obtain these grades on average per one quarter:

e  Participation Grade: attending the invitational, regionals, states, and National

®  Quiz Grade: attending in Regionals and States

e Test Grade: medaling in the event (any level), attending Nationals

e Absences: if student is absent from any level of the competition it will result in a grade “Z”

e Grading Scale: 90-100=A,80-89=B,70-79=C,60-69=D,0-59=F

Tests/Quizzes/Classroom Evaluation:

e  Placement Test/quiz - Generally once per week. Pop quizzes are not announced.

e  Classroom Evaluation - Throughout the quarter students will be evaluated for class participation and
involvement. Examples of activities that will be taken into consideration: discussion participation,
oral/written response, on time completion of laboratories, and projects.

e  Placement tests — event assignments are based on the MERIT

e  Students are expected to write and summarize their research in the composition books, take notes, and
organize their reference sheets and binders
