Divide into your groups (up to 4)
Poster, document, slides

1. Choose a location and time (Paleo-, Meso-, or Neolithic).  Do research on Stone Age climate, plants and animals in your region.  
2. Decide on a name for your tribe (school appropriate).  
3. Choose a movement style 
a. Sedentary: settled, living in one location (permanently)
b. Itinerant: staying for a bit, then moving after a small span of time, and
doing that over & over again
c. Nomadic: permanently wandering
4. Devise a survival-based lifestyle for your tribe (write it out)
5. Devise a tribal hierarchy (write it / draw a diagram)
6. Design a tribal symbol & a tribal motto based
         on your way of life (write/draw)
7. State what is your foreign policy when you encounter other individuals or groups.
In your separate groups, discuss how your tribe would deal with the listed scenarios. Each scenario is separate, do not lump any of them together.  Make a document with the scenarios and answers. 

First set of scenarios:
1. Winter is approaching, the temperatures are dropping. What to do?
2. Your people cross paths with a small group of hunters with extra supplies...
3. Your people cross paths with a people they’ve never met before. They are great in
number and have many weapons. What do your people do?
4. Summer approaches with hotter weather, more storms, and opening of mountain
passes. What do you do?

	Second set of scenarios:
1. Your people cross paths with a devastated tribe. They are bleeding, scared, and weakened. They wish to pass through. What do you do?
2. Your people encounter a very small group, a family that has been separated from their tribe. The mother is pregnant and the children are very young. What to do?
3. Your people encounter a large nomadic tribe of known warriors. Their chieftain is a cousin and friend to your leader.
