2. Cursory. Hasty, not thorough.
	Because of their cursory last-minute cleaning, the apartment complex kept part of their security deposit. 
3. Profligate. Extremely wasteful; wildly extravagant.
	The new CEO turned out to be a profligate spender who emptied the accounts within a matter of months. 
4. Miser. Someone who hoards money
	The old man died a miser with a full bank account but no friends or loved ones to show for it. 
5. Jocular. Joking.
	The teacher threatened to murder Gabriel, but their jocular tone kept them from getting fired.
6. Fracas. Uproar; brawl.
	The guests were kicked out of the AirBnB for causing a fracas during a drunken New Year’s Eve party. 
7. Caricature. A satiric portrait or representation.
	The writer tried to create a caricature of the president, but his real statements were so outlandish that it was impossible to exaggerate them any further. 
8. Corroborate. To confirm.
	His girlfriend corroborated his story that he was asleep in bed at the time of the robbery. 
9. Precarious. Dangerously unstable.
	She wanted to break up with him, but his dog had just died and he was already in a precarious emotional state. 
10. Expository. Explanatory.
	The movie used expository dialogue to explain the relationships between the characters, and it felt a bit unnatural when the protagonist told his brother, “You are my brother.”
