1. Choose a Tourist Attraction 
Pick a landmark or famous site from your class’s country. 
Examples:
3A • Cuba: El Capitolio, Malecón in Havana 
3B • Jamaica: Dunn’s River Falls, Bob Marley Museum 
3C • Mexico: Chichen Itza, Teotihuacan Pyramids 
3D • Bahamas: Atlantis Paradise Island, Blue Hole  
3E • Nicaragua: Masaya Volcano, Granada Cathedral 

2. Create the Diorama

Use a shoebox or small cardboard box. Decorate the inside to represent the landmark.
Make the structure and surrounding details 3D using paper, clay, recycled items, or craft supplies.

3. Writing Component (MUST BE HAND WRITTEN!)

Write at least one well-written paragraph (5–7 sentences or more) about your attraction.
Include:
• Name of the attraction
• Country it is in
• Why it is important or famous
• At least 2–3 fun facts 

4. Presentation
Be prepared to share your diorama and paragraph with the class during Heritage Day week.
