LET’S READ TOGETHER RESEARCH WRITING

Make a special time and place to read with 
your child every day. Point out how to use the 
different features in nonfiction books:

• Look up unfamiliar words in the glossary.
• Show children how to use the index to find

information in the book.

Support your child to find facts and answer 
questions about a favorite topic: 
• Take your child to the local library to check

out books about the topic.
• Show your child how to go online to answer

questions about the topic and learn more.
• Seek out family members, friends, or people

in the community who are experts, and
encourage your child to ask questions.
