Poetic Forms
Poetry can tell a story, describe an event, 
or simply appeal to the senses.
 Each form of poetry has its own 
features and format. A ballad usually tells 
a story and is meant to be sung. A limerick 
is a silly or humorous poem. Concrete 
poems arrange words to express meaning 
and create an interesting image.
 A haiku is a three-line Japanese poem. 
It has a set number of syllables in each 
line. Free verse poems do not follow any 
rules for rhyme, syllables, or line length. 

The words in a concrete poem are arranged 
in a way that helps express the meaning or 
subject of the poem.
