The above 3 verbs ( and many more) have to follow this example. Depending of the 

pronoun, the ending of the verb changes.

εσύ       μένεις                     εσείς       μένετε 

αυτός   μένει                       αυτοί      μένουν 

αυτή    μένει                       αυτές      μένουν 

αυτό    μένει                       αυτά       μένουν 

Instead of “αυτός“ we may use a boy’s name. Instead of “αυτή “ we may use a girl’s name. Instead 
of “αυτοί “ we may use boys names or boy’s and girl’s names together. Instead of “αυτές “ we may 
use only girls names. Also “αυτός“ refers to masculine nouns ( o ), “αυτή “ refers to feminine nouns 
(η) , “αυτό” refers to neutral nouns (το).
